Because All Aboard aligns with existing primary education curricula, it
can be easily integrated by teachers into their learning programmes,
rather than becoming yet another add-on for them to struggle with.
This 72-page publication would easily fill a full year’s programme
towards the end of elementary school, at the crucial moment when
children begin preparing to move into secondary education.

Rights online -Active Participation; Rights/Responsibilities; Privacy and Security; Consumer Awareness

All Aboard links closely to the digital citizenship model developed by the Council of Europe®. It
also responds to a specific educational need since, in November 2019, a Recommendation was
adopted by Ministers in 47 countries to promote and integrate digital citizenship in education.
The EU has followed up with a Declaration to make digital citizenship a priority for policy makers
as they strive to adapt learning to the reality of today’s digital environment. Several Ministries
of Education are interested in endorsing the publication for use in their primary schools.

All Aboard for DigiTown! will be published under the Creative Commons (non-commercial)
licence. It will be published in May 2020, and shortly later become available in other languages.
